Since we 

do spend much of our time and 

energy dealing with making and 

managing our money, it makes 

sense for us to make it a high 

priority to learn and apply Godôs 

money concepts.  

 

 I pray that by Godôs grace 

we grow towards spiritual 

maturity in all areas of our lives 

including the handling of money.
